
For people in mountainous or isolated areas, prepare
emergency supplies such as food and fuel.

Remove snow in front of your house 
as often as possible.

Prepare winter car emergency kits such as snow
chains, calcium chloride, shovels, etc.

Use public transportation rather than private cars.

Call 119 when your car is isolated; check weather
conditions on TV, radio, and the Internet in the car

while waiting for rescue.
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 Drive a car at a low speed and keep a safety distance.
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
